Classroom Rules

Respect:

Classroom Procedures

Plagiarism:

Each student is responsible for completing his/her own work; therefore cheating and/or copying other work is UNACCEPTABLE. The consequence for plagiarism is a zero for that assignment and both the vice principal and the parent/guardian are notified.

Notebook/Folder:

You must have a notebook and a folder. This notebook and folder should be used for English ONLY.

Homework: 

Homework averages equate to one test score at the end of each marking period. Homework assignments are graded as follows



= Full credit (10 points)



= Half credit (5 points)



= No credit (0 points)

I do not accept late homework. If it is not presented the day it is due, the homework will result in a zero.

Vocabulary:

Every week you will be given vocabulary words. You will look up the definitions on your own. We will go over the definitions as a class and your quiz will be at the end of the week. 

Participation:

All students are responsible for participating in class. This includes answering questions, volunteering for reading assignments, not calling/acting out, and staying alert. (Positive participation also includes being respectful to everyone in the room.) Any lack of participation will reflect in your grade.

Absence:

If you are absent, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to find out what you missed. (“Do Nows”, assignments, homework, ect) You will NOT be excused for any work that was assigned during your absence. You must make up the work within the time period given or it will result in a zero. If you are absent the day before a test/quiz/paper you still have to take the quiz/test/paper the DAY you return to school.
